In this term’s newsletter, we are sharing
some helpful road safety reminders.

Helmet safety
If you are thinking of buying yourself
or your child a helmet, please check
the latest Helmet Star safety ratings
Choose an approved helmet with an
Australian Standards sticker
Pick a bright coloured helmet, so
your child is easily seen
Make sure it’s the correct size,
doesn’t block their eyes, has
adjustable straps and is lightweight
and comfortable
Avoid wearing a damaged helmet
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Safe cycling, scootering 
and skateboarding with children

The safest places to ride bikes, scooters

and skateboards are within fenced areas.

Always wear an Australian Standards

approved helmet when you ride or skate

Bright, light coloured, or reflective

clothing help increase visibility

Encourage children to ride during

daylight hours

Walking safely together
Until your child is at least 8 years
old, hold their hand when walking
on the footpath, in a car park or
crossing the road
Up until at least 10 years old,
supervise your child very closely
and hold their hand when crossing
the road
Stop, Look, Listen, Think, every
time you cross the road
Always use pedestrian crossings
where possible
