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Externally Funded Service Providers - Provider Form

The primary purpose of schools, under the Education Act 1990, is to deliver the curriculum to all students. The NSW
Department of Education (the department) recognises that externally funded service providers have a role in delivering services
to children and young people with additional health, disability and wellbeing needs that support their participation in school. In
some circumstances it may be appropriate for these services to be delivered at school.

The department has established processes to support schools to meet legislative and policy requirements when considering
whether to grant access to an externally funded provider to deliver its services to students on school premises and during
school hours. Decisions around whether to provide access to externally funded providers are a matter for the school principal,
based on whether it is in the best educational interests of the student, and considering the school’s duty of care towards all
staff and students.

Principals have discretion to grant or not grant school access to an external provider, taking into consideration:
¢ the impact of the service on curriculum requirements and the student’s participation in learning activities,
¢ the extent to which the service supports the student’s learning needs or enhances access to education,
 the impact of the service on other students and/or the operations of the school.

Before Services Begin

Before services begin, you must complete the external provider service agreement, provide documentation to the school (see
below), return Externally Funded Service Providers — Provider Form (below) and ensure screening clearance is completed. The
information and checklist for external providers outlines what is required. We also ask that you complete and sign the
acknowledgement below and return to the school with you provider agreement and documentation.

These requirements are essential for ensuring the safety and wellbeing of our students. By providing us with the necessary
documentation, you demonstrate your commitment to the welfare of children and your compliance with our school's safety
policies.

Time and Dates of Visits

To meet curriculum requirements and ensure the best interests of the student and school, once approved external providers
may only attend Bateau Bay Public School during the following times (school term only, Monday to Friday):

9:50 — 10:50 (1 hour)
10:20 — 10:50 (30 minutes)
12:30 -1:30 (1 hour)

1:00 -1:30 (30 minutes)
2:15 - 2:45 (30 minutes)

It remains the responsibility of parents and caregivers to advise providers if their child will be absent from school or if there is a
school activity on the day of support.

Please note that External Providers will not be permitted to visit students until Week 6 Term 1 2026.
