Dear Parents, 
 
This year, as part of our school’s implementation of the High Potential and Gifted Education 
(HPGE) Policy, we are establishing groups of students who have been identified through 
analysis of assessment data, school reports and teacher consultation as having high 
potential or giftedness in the areas of science, mathematics and STEM. 
 
There will initially be two High Potential Groups - Mr Kristof will be working with the 
predominately Stage 3 Group, known as the Hawking Group, and the Stage 2 Group known 
as the Einstein Group. A Stage 1 Group will be established during Term 2. 
 
Through the process outlined above, your child has been identified as having high potential 
in the academic domain in the areas of English, mathematics and science and is invited to 
be a member of the High Potential Group for their Stage.  
 
The Stage 3 Hawking Group will consist of 14 students, the Stage 2 Einstein Group will 
consist of 8 students. Each group will participate in a range of extension activities in science, 
mathematics and STEM, including: the use of STEM kits, coding programs, research projects 
and advanced mathematics content, as well as being offered to attend HPGE excursions 
throughout the year (although numbers will be limited for these excursions and selection 
will be on a first-come first-served basis).
