As part of our school and the Department of Education's commitment 

to cultural responsiveness in public preschools, a meaningful cultural project brought together 

our Indigenous students and the Aunties from Coomaditchie. This initiative focused on creating 

a vibrant, culturally significant artwork. 

This project enabled the students to connect with their culture in a hands-on way. Under the 

guidance of the Aunties, the students created an artwork that reflects local Indigenous culture 

and identity. It features the humpback whale (Burri Burri) and the Lyrebird (Djawula). These are 

the names in Dharawal which the preschool rooms will be named.  

This collaboration not only enhanced the studentsΩ artistic skills but also strengthened their 

sense of pride and belonging within their community. By actively participating in the creation of 

culturally inspired art, students developed a greater appreciation for Indigenous history and 

values. 



The final artwork will be displayed prominently in our new preschool foyer, creating an inviting 

and culturally rich learning environment for all children. This visual representation of Indigenous 

culture serves to enrich the early childhood experience, encouraging respect and awareness 

from a young age. 

We extend our heartfelt thanks to the Aunties from Coomaditchie for their time, cultural 

wisdom, and enthusiastic support of this project. Their involvement was invaluable in ensuring 

the authenticity and depth of the cultural knowledge shared.
