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The department supports the wearing of school uniform, which promotes a sense of belonging 
for students and creates a positive identity for the school community.

• Black leather school shoes, or appropriate shoes for specialised subjects ie. Industrial 

Arts, Science, Food Technology, PE & Sport 
• Overcoat in black or navy  

 
Formal Uniform – to be worn on excursions, school photo day, formal assemblies and 
other occasions when notified 
• CHS school shirt / polo 
• School jumper / school blazer  
• Grey shorts or trousers 
• Plaid junior or navy senior skirt 
• Navy blue stockings/tights worn with a skirt 
• Navy shorts or trousers 
• Black leather school shoes 
• Navy blue shorts for sporting events (small white insignia acceptable) 
• Navy blue tracksuit pants for sporting events (small white insignia acceptable) 
 
Uniform Procedure 
• The wearing of school uniform is compulsory for all students. 
• The uniform is to be worn with modesty and with the absence of offensive slogans. 
• Students who are unable to wear the uniform for a particular reason on any day are to 

bring a note explaining the reason to the Deputy Principal on that day. 
• Teachers should note in Sentral when students are out of uniform. 
• Students not in appropriate footwear will not be admitted to labs, art rooms, kitchens, 

the School Farm or Industrial Arts areas. 
• The wearing of makeup to school is inappropriate. Please encourage your child to come 

to school “fresh faced”. 
• The Principal will advise parents when their children are not abiding by the uniform 

requirements. 
• The school will be sympathetic to parents who experience difficulty in meeting the 

uniform requirements.  Parents should feel free to discuss problems with the Principal.
