NAPLAN Results

A reminder for families that NAPLAN results will be released in Term 3.
We'll notify you as soon as the individual student reports arrive at the
school and are ready to be distributed.

What is NAPLAN?

NAPLAN (National Assessment Program — Literacy and Numeracy) is a
nationwide test for students in Years 3, 5 7 and 9, assessing skills in
reading, writing, conventions of language (spelling, grammar and
punctuation), and numeracy.

When is it taken?

NAPLAN is held annually in Term 1 (around March), and results are
released later in the year.

Why is it important?

NAPLAN gives schools and families insight into how students are
progressing with foundational skills. It helps inform teaching and
identify areas where students might benefit from additional support.

It's not a pass or fail test, it's about progress and identifying strengths
and growth areas. Student reports are individual. You'll receive a
personal report that shows how your child performed in each area, with
a comparison to the national average.
