NAIDOC Week 2025: The Next Generation –

schools. Every day, I see how our staff nurture 
strength in their students, instil vision, and 
contribute to building a legacy that uplifts future 
generations. 
  
Our NAIDOC celebration will be held on 
Thursday 24 July (Week 1 next term), providing 
opportunity for our school community to 
commemorate this important occasion.  
  
Acknowledging Excellence and Achievement 
This Friday is the Semester 1 Academic Awards 
Assembly commencing 12 noon.

Police Talks 
On Tuesday, a Police Officer assigned to the 
YMCA, Scott Nowland, did a presentation to both 
Stage 4 and 5 students. Focusing on the growing 
issue of online misuse including sexting, the talk 
was about the long-term ramifications including 
legalities. Sexting, known amongst young people 
as sharing a nude or a naked selfie, is the 
sharing of a sexually explicit picture or video via 
mobile phones, instant messaging apps, and/or 
social media sites. With modern technology this 
can be done instantly, but it can have serious and 
lasting consequences. Once digital images are 
sent, they are no longer private and you have lost 
control of them. You can't get them back. They 
can resurface again when least expected. They 
can be published and found by anyone, including 
friends, family members, complete strangers, and 
sexual predators. Images can be used to exploit, 
bully and harass individuals and they can also be 
used as a form of black mail known as 
'sextortion.' 
  
Finally, I wish everyone a safe and restful holiday 
period, especially staff who certainly deserve the 
break!

Check-In Assessments for Literacy and Numeracy 

Dear Parents and Carers, 

Year 7,8 and 9 students will be participating in the Check-In Assessments for Literacy and 

Numeracy in Weeks 2-5 of Term 3, 2025. 

Year 7 and 8 students will complete both Check-In Assessments during their existing LAN 

(Literacy & Numeracy) timetabled lessons and Year 9 students are scheduled to complete both 

Reading and Numeracy Assessments during normal timetabled lessons in Weeks 2 and 3, with 

catch-up sessions in Weeks 4 and 5.  

Check-In Assessments are an opportunity for Kyogle High School to assess how our students 

are performing in Literacy and Numeracy and to aid teachers to tailor their teaching more 

specifically to student needs. The assessments are mapped to the NSW Syllabuses and 

National Literacy and Numeracy Learning Progressions. 

Both assessments will be completed online and will take approximately 50 minutes to complete. 

They are designed to be administered as efficiently as possible, with each assessment 

consisting of approximately 40 - 45 multiple choice questions. The results will be available to 

teachers usually within one week of completion of the assessments and will provide crucial 

information on the strengths and areas for development of individual students as well as the 

year cohort.

NSW Health School Vaccination Program  
In 2025 the following vaccines will be offered:   
Thursday 28 August Catch-up clinic 
 
In Year 7, students are offered free vaccines for diphtheria-tetanus-pertussis (whooping cough), 
(dTpa) and human papillomavirus (HPV).  
In Year 10, students are offered the meningococcal ACWY vaccine.    
Vaccination will only be provided at school if consent has been received.    
If your child is in Year 7 or Year 10, you can give consent online for their routine school 
vaccinations.    
 
How to Provide Consent:   
1. To complete online consent for your child’s school vaccinations, visit the School Vaccination 
Program online consent portal (https://engage.health.nsw.gov.au/engage)  
2. For detailed steps on how to provide consent, please refer to the NSW Health webpage  How to 
Provide Consent (https://www.health.nsw.gov.au/immunisation/Pages/onlineconsent-school-
vaccination.aspx).  
3. Follow the steps to log in to your existing ServiceNSW account. This is the same account you 
may already use to renew your driver’s licence. If you don’t have a ServiceNSW account, refer to 
https://www.service.nsw.gov.au/services/myservicensw-account/how-to-createan-account  to 
create one.  
4. Update or confirm your personal details in ServiceNSW as required.  
5. Complete the School Vaccination Consent Form for 
your child/ren.  
 
You will need to:    
a. Enter your child’s personal details    
b. Provide the Medicare card details for you and your 
child    
c. Read the linked Parent Information Sheet and  
privacy statement.  
Translations are available in 28 languages  
please refer to the NSW Health webpage

d. Provide consent.     
 
If you or your child do not have a Medicare card,  
internet access or you are unable to complete the 
online consent, ask your child's school for a paper 
consent form.

Dear parents and carers, 

Re: Nationally Consistent Collection of Data on School Students with Disability (NCCD) 

Every year, all schools in Australia participate in the Nationally Consistent Collection of Data on 

School Students with Disability (NCCD). The NCCD process requires schools to identify 

information already available in the school about supports provided to students with disability. 

These relate to legislative requirements under the Disability Discrimination Act 1992 and the 

Disability Standards for Education 2005, in line with the NCCD guidelines (2019).  

Information provided about students to the Australian Government for the NCCD includes: 

¶ year of schooling 

¶ category of disability: physical, cognitive, sensory or social/emotional 

¶ level of adjustment provided: support provided within quality differentiated teaching practice, 

supplementary, substantial or extensive. 

This information assists schools to: 

¶ formally recognise the supports and adjustments provided to students with disability in schools  

¶ consider how they can strengthen the support of students with disability in schools 

¶ develop shared practices so that they can review their learning programs in order to improve 

educational outcomes for students with disability. 

The NCCD provides state and federal governments with the information they need to plan more 

broadly for the support of students with disability. 

The NCCD will have no direct impact on your child and your child will not be involved in any testing 

process. The school will provide data to the Australian Government in such a way that no 

individual student will be able to be identified – the privacy and confidentiality of all students is 

ensured. All information is protected by privacy laws that regulate the collection, storage and 

disclosure of personal information. To find out more about these matters, please refer to the 

Australian Government’s Privacy Policy (https://www.education.gov.au/privacy-policy).
