                  Upcoming Social Media Delay for U16ôs 

 

Starting 10 December 2025, Australian law will delay social media      
access until age 16 as a protective measure to support childrenôs  
wellbeing online. Families are encouraged to prepare early by having 
open conversations, involving children in transition plans, gradually 
reducing social media use, acknowledging emotional impacts, 
encouraging offline activities, and modelling healthy digital habits. This 
change also aims to limit childrenôs digital footprints and improve online 
safety, with platforms held accountable for compliance.
