QUESTIONS FROM STUDENTS ABOUT òTHE BANó THIS WEEK 

In less than a month on December 10th the Australian Social Media Minimum Age Law starts 
being  enforced. From 10 December 2025, social media platforms must stop Australians under 
16 from having accounts and remove or deactivate existing under 16 accounts. The legal duty is on the 
platforms, not on children or parents. Platforms must offer clear information, let users download their 
data, and provide simple review/appeal options if a mistake is made. They cannot make government 
ID the only way to prove age; a non ID option must always be available. Penalties for systemic non
