Please Note:  

This term we will be making an adjustment to attendance form 90% to 

85% to accommodate students who had a day or two off due to Eid.

As part of addressing curriculum outcomes for Music from the PDHPE 

syllabus, we are running, ‘Jellybeans Music’. The program is designed to 

enrich students experiences and is taught by a specialist teacher, Miss 

Karen. The music program will begin in week 1 & is taught to our students on 

a Thursday or Friday in term 2. Normally the cost of the program is $40 for 

the term. A note is coming next week with lots of details and links so you can follow the 

lessons too. Please note, the program is structured & about teaching reading music, 

keeping beat, following a pattern, handling persussion instruments like a drum, triangle, 

castanets. It is not a program that promotes radio music and allows students to dance 

around freely.
