Ingredients

e 2 cup (300g) self-raising flour

1/2 teaspoon mild paprika
1 cup (250ml) buttermilk

1 egg, beaten lightly

80 gram margarine, melted
2/3 cup (80g) grated cheddar
cheese

1 small zucchini, grated
coarsely

125 gram can corn kernels,
rinsed, drained

1 green onion, sliced thinly
2 teaspoon finely chopped
fresh flat-leaf parsley

Method
e Preheat the oven to 200°C (180°C fan-

forced). Grease a 12-hole (1/2 cup-
capacity) muffin pan; line holes with
free-form baking paper cases.

e 2.In a medium bowl, sift flour and

paprika; make a well in the centre. In a
separate bowl, combine buttermilk, egg,
margarine, cheese, zucchini, corn, onion
and parsley. Add to flour mixture; stir
gently with a large metal spoon,until just
combined. Do not over-mix; the mixture
should still be slightly lumpy.

3.Spoon mixture into pan holes. Bake
about 20 minutes, or until lightly golden
and cooked when tested with a skewer.
Stand 5 minutes. Turning onto a wire
rack to cool completely.

~ challenging, so it is important these children are identified quickly.
The main purpose of the screener is to provide the teacher with
information which will allow them to plan for your child’s learning
- and any specific support they may need. Your child will sit with me
~ and will be asked to answer 30 questions. The screener normally
. takes up to 15 minutes. If your child is struggling the teacher will stop
~ the screener. The screener is carefully designed not to be stressful
for your child. What is number sense? Number sense is the ability to
understand, relate to, and work with numbers effectively to
~ participate in daily life and make sense of the world. It supports your
~ child to understand more complex mathematical concepts in
