Tamworth South students contested the 100 metres Freestyle and 50 metre events in Freestyle, Breaststroke and 
Backstroke. For many students this was their first opportunity to represent the school at zone level. All students are 
to be commended for their great behaviour, positive sportsmanship and for focusing on trying their best. 
 
In the 50 metre Freestyle events Tomasi finished a competitive 6th in the 12 years boys, while Jahkaelan, Jakyian 
and Nylah Thomas all produced top ten finishes.
