In light of Kim's departure, we will be completing our Expression of  
Interest process for a relieving Aboriginal Education Officer 

We are fortunate to welcome many Fijian families to Tamworth South Public School. To assist our new students in 
adapting to life in a new country and navigating lessons in a language that may not be their ómother tongueô, we are 
interviewing candidates for a part-time Bi-Lingual Fijian Learning Support Officer next week.  
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This week Tamworth South acknowledged óSorry Dayô and 
óReconciliation Weekô, a very important time on our school 
calendar. 
 

This yearôs theme is óBridging Now to Nextô and reflects the  
ongoing connection between the past, present and future. It calls 
for all of us to step forward together, to look ahead and continue 
the push forward as past lessons guide us. 
 

Our week was filled with activities, kicking off with an assembly 
on Monday after noon. Unfortunately, our traditional óWalk for 
Reconciliationô had to be cancelled due to the rain, but students 

still worked on their reconciliation posters which they were able to highlight at the student v student touch football 
game. 
 

We also had a ñWear it Yellow Dayò which raised money for Childrenôs Ground. This 100% 
First Nations led organisation is dedicated to creating a future where our Aboriginal and 
Torres Straight Islander children can thrive, connect to their culture and free from social and 
economic disadvantage. Thank you to our community, which helped us raise over 200  
dollars! 
 

Friday, we had our annual tree planting ceremony. Kaleila Thorton started with a Smoking 
Ceremony and Acknowledgement of Country, before leading into an inspirational and thought
-provoking message to our year 6 students and all in attendance. As is our tradition the oldest 
Aboriginal and non-Aboriginal student, and our youngest Aboriginal and non-Aboriginal  
student then plant a tree together as a lasting symbol of Reconciliation. Atahlia Fuller (year 4) 
then closed our ceremony with a moving rendition of óTook the Children Away.ô 
 

We have also, as is our tradition, completed our annual Reconciliation Video, make sure you 
check it out on our Facebook page.
