Peel River Class Excursion - 5/6 M 
 

On Thursday 19 June the students of 5/6 M had the 
incredible opportunity to visit the Peel River. During our 
excursion, we delved into the fascinating world of fish, 
learning how they adapt to floodwaters, locate food, and 
navigate upstream to spawn. We also discovered the 
remarkable ways in which a father Murray Cod protects 
his eggs from predators. 
 

Tony, the Acting Director of Freshwater Fisheries and 
Threatened Species from Primary Industries, captivated 
us with his detailed explanations. His engaging teaching 
style made complex concepts easy to grasp. One of the 
highlights of the day was a fun activity called óRob the 
Nest,ô where we simulated the protective instincts of a 
Murray Cod guarding its nest. We used ping pong balls 
to represent the eggs, while a large plush Murray Cod 
tagged those trying to "steal" them! 
 

After our interactive session with Tony, we embarked on 
a 2.5 km walk to Bicentennial Park. There, we enjoyed a 
well-deserved morning tea followed by about an hour of 
playtime. The combination of learning about fish and the 
fun at the park made for an unforgettable day!
