I hope you all had a wonderful holiday and are feeling 
refreshed. 
 

We were thrilled to see the children return to school on Tuesday, ready for an exciting 
term ahead. 
 

This week, weôre kicking things off with the Boys Softball Gala Day and the school  
athletics carnival. Looking ahead, we have a packed schedule with many engaging 
events, including the Canberra excursion, Education Week Assembly, and Education 
Week Awards. Weôll also have Kindergarten Transition activities, Stage 3 CPR training, 
the Teddy Bear Picnic, PSSA Netball, PSSA Touch Football, and the Colour Run in 
Week 10. 
 

Itôs going to be a busy and fun term, and we canôt wait to see everyone involved! 

Our staff returned on Monday this week, and it was a productive day filled with professional learning opportunities. 
Teachers participated in workshops focused on Explicit Teaching, specifically Effective Questioning techniques, as 
well as writing Wellbeing Plans to support our students. 
 

Meanwhile, our School Learning Support Officers engaged in workshops centered on Decodable Readers, followed 
by sessions on Restorative Practices and EALD (English as an Additional Language or Dialect) Practices. They also 
had some dedicated time for teacher-directed classroom preparation. 
 

Additionally, our Support Classes staff attended a 'Literacy for All' workshop held at West Leagues Club in the  
Mercure Room. Overall, it was a productive day of learning and collaboration, setting a strong foundation for the 
term ahead. 
 

Below is a recount of the activities of what our staff undertook on Monday. 
 

Literacy for All 
 

The whole Support unit attended a full day professional learning on Monday. The day provided an overview of best 
practice in teaching literacy to students with complex learning, support, and communication needs. This balanced 
literacy approach can be used with ALL students to actively intervene and improve their literacy. We learnt about 
some adjustments and adaptations that may need to be made for students with a range of abilities and disabilities. 
The team are looking forward to using the new resources and seeing the improvements our wonderful students will 
make in their learning. 

Decodables and SPARKLE Assessment 
 

On Monday 21 July, our SLSOs participated in a workshop on how to plan a 
decodable lesson, how to teach a decodable lesson and how to use 
SPARKLE which assesses studentôs ability to read decodables. Students 
need to master the alphabetic code and be able to read decodable texts  
before they can read other complex texts. 
 

This will allow our SLSOs to support classroom teachers with reading each 
day and allows more students to be read with throughout the week,  
consolidating what they have been learning in their Phonics and Spelling  
lessons. The more students read, the more confident they will become. 

Effective Questioning Workshops 
 

During our recent Staff Development Day, teachers engaged in professional 
learning workshops focused on the theme of Effective Questioning. This  
workshop highlighted the crucial role that effective questioning plays in  
monitoring student learning and engaging every student in meaningful thinking. 
 

Teachers explored various types of questions, beginning with simpler inquiries 
and gradually progressing to more complex ones. This approach is designed to 
assist students in building on their existing knowledge and improving their  
understanding. 
 

As a direct outcome of this professional learning, our teachers are committed 
to planning effective questions that encourage all students to demonstrate their 
thinking. Throughout each lesson, we aim to create an environment where 

students feel confident to actively respond and share their ideas. 
 

At Tamworth South, we believe in fostering a culture where every student is encouraged to participate, share their 
thoughts, and contribute to discussions. We look forward to seeing the positive impact of these practices in our 
classrooms! 
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Restorative practices and Wellbeing Plans 
 

Ms. Cook and Mrs. Connor presented a session on student behaviour and what 
the behaviour may be communicating. Discussions circulated around factors 
influencing student behaviour and what purpose the behaviour may be serving 
for the individual. Restorative practices complemented the conversations. 
 

Teachers were also presented with a draft Behaviour Management Plan. This 
has been initiated by our Learning and Support Team with the intention to  
improve the relevance of the plan for our students and families.  
 
Teachers were given the opportunity to analyse and evaluate the draft. 

On Monday, our staff also had the opportunity to farewell long-term staff member Natalie Brown. 
For over 24 years, Natalie has shared he musical brilliance at Tamworth South Public School, 
leaving a lasting impact on our school community. 
 

Her contributions to our music programs and her dedication to fostering a love of performance in 
our students will be greatly missed. Although she is leaving, her legacy of high standards in  
performance will continue to inspire all of us. We wish Natalie all the best in her future  
endeavours!  
 

We are very thankful for her time in the Tamworth South community.
