On Friday 15 August, 46 Tamworth South students competed against 22 other schools at the Tamworth Zone 
Athletics carnival. 
 

Events contested were the 800m and 1500m, 100m and 200m, 4x100m Relay, Long Jump, High Jump, Shot Put 
and Discus. 
 
In the 1500m  
2nd - Naomi Sykes in the Senior girls 
4th - Brayth Townsend in the Senior boys  
5th - Arlee-May Marquett in the Junior girls event. 
 
In the sprints eleven Tamworth South students qualified for the 100m finals  
including all the under 9 boys. 
 

Levi Parker, Harlan Townsend, Jahkaelan Croaker-Winters, Mason Colbran, Lila

Finally the relays showed the depth of Tamworth Southôs sprinting talent. The Senior girls finished in 4th place and 
the Junior girls unluckily dropping the baton on the final change when leading.  
 

Both the Senior and Junior boys finished convincing winners in 1st place.
