1. Parent Portal (School Bytes): You can access the report via the School Bytes app. Simply open the app 
and look for the report on the dashboard under the section titled óStudent School Report Information.ô There 
you will find a PDF of this yearôs report. Additionally, you can find both this yearôs and previous yearsô reports  
under the óResourceô tab.  

2. Email: We also sent all reports directly to your email address. We believe this is the most convenient  format 
for many families, although we understand not everyone may have an updated or active email  address.  

3. Printed Copy: Some parents requested and have received a paper copy of the report. If you would prefer a 
printed copy, please contact the office as soon as we return to school, and we will be happy to provide one.

By offering these three options and providing alerts when reports are ready, we hope to accommodate your 
preferred method.

That is, leave it the 
way it is currently sent through the School Bytes Parent Portal and send a notification to let you know that the reports 
are ready to view.

We will also send your childôs report to your private email address and provide you with a notification that the report 
is ready to read. 
 
Plus, we will send you a paper copy of the report home with your child if you request us to do so. 
 
We have used this method with the academic report for this semester, so you should receive your childôs report in 
your preferred method.
