After months of training and plenty of organising, the Tamworth South Girlôs Basketball Team headed to the big 
smoke to take part in the NSWPSSA Basketball Knockout.  

 

After arriving in Penrith, the team and their support 
crew enjoyed a dinner at the local and faced some 
serious fun swinging a golf stick at the Penrith  
Pantherôs Aqua Golf Centre. This experience  
exposed some unexpected talent, and a consistent 
hair-raising sound of metal on metal (stick hitting 
pole) for some. We then finalised our big day with 
some fun and laughter back at our motel while  
creating some green and gold hair ties to wear the 
following day.  
 

The next day the team arrived at the Penrith Basketball Stadium with the belief that they 
could be the team taking home the state championship.
