Term 1 Week 4                20 February 2026 
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5/6M Science Excursion to the Tamworth 
Science and Astronomy Centre 

 

On Thursday, 19 February, 5/6M enjoyed an exciting 
and educational day at the Tamworth Science and 
Astronomy Centre.  
 

Our class worked collaboratively in groups to tackle a 
range of scientific challenges. We explored different 
types and sources of energy, discovering how energy 
can be transformed. One of the highlights was when 
Kara demonstrated how kinetic energy can be  
converted into electrical energy by pedalling a bike! 
 

Next, we focused on electrical energy and circuits, 
building various circuit models while investigating  
different methods to generate renewable electrical 
energy. 
 

To conclude the day, we accepted a scientific  
challenge to engineer the most efficient turbine  
possible. By experimenting with fan blades of different 
sizes and angles, we tested which design caught wind 
energy most effectively and turned the turbine the  
fastest. Hannah excelled in this activity, showing great 
skill in creating an efficient turbine!
