Dear parents / carers,

We are writing to inform you of important changes to the current drop-off and pick-up procedures at Yennora Public School. Recently, vehicle
access and parking for Support Unit families and parents with “school passes” have created significant safety and traffic concerns. There have
been several near-misses where students walking on school grounds came close to being struck by vehicles reversing or moving unsafely.
Executive staff supervising student dismissal and the administration staff in the school office have also been subjected to unacceptable verbal
abuse. Vehicles have been blocking the school gate and queuing on Orchardleigh Street, causing congestion and delays for the wider
community. The school has received complaints from members of the public regarding safety and non-compliance with road rules. Additionally,
some students are being collected well before the 3:00pm dismissal time, which is adversely affecting their learning routines and attendance in
line with NSW Department of Education expectations.

To ensure the safety of all and to support students to get the most from their time at school, the following procedures will take effect from Monday
11 August 2025:

1. On-site vehicle access prohibited: Driving onto the school grounds for pick-up or drop-off is no longer permitted. Parents are not
authorised to drive or park in the school car park. This measure supports our obligations under the Work Health and Safety Act and
prioritises student safety.

2. Assisted School Travel Program: Students transported via the Assisted School Travel Program are unaffected. All NSW Department
of Education drivers hold cleared Working With Children Checks and National Police Checks. They will follow Yennora Public School’s
risk assessment protocols for vehicle movement, safe interaction with pedestrians, and established pick-up/drop-off procedures.

3. Support Unit pick-up/drop-off via Ellis Parade: Parents of Support Unit students must now use Ellis Parade for drop-off and pick-
up. Upon entry, parent/carer and child are to make their way to the entry of the support unit via the pathway. An executive staff member
will be stationed at the gate to supervise, with additional support from teachers and SLSOs working within the support unit to ensure
safe transitions.

4. Mainstream pick-up/drop-off via Ellis Parade: Parents of mainstream students are also required to use Ellis Parade for drop-off and
pick-up. An executive staff member will supervise to ensure students proceed safely along the pathway toward the COLA.

5. School car park electric gate supervision: An executive member from the Support Unit will monitor entry through the electric car
park gate during peak times (8:30am-9:00am and 2:40pm-3:15pm) to ensure only authorised vehicles enter and that safety protocols
are maintained.

6. School pass invalidation: Previously issued “Carpark School Passes” issued to the parents in the support unit and mainstream are
no longer valid. All access must be via Ellis Parade. No unauthorised vehicles may enter through the teachers’ car park gate.

7. Compulsory school attendance: Regular attendance, punctual arrival, and remaining at school until the official end of the day
(3:00pm) are critical for continuity of learning and social development. Early collection before 3:00pm disrupts learning and impacts
attendance records. Parents are asked to plan pick-ups for 3:00pm unless there is a pre-approved, exceptional circumstance, and to
notify the school in advance if early departure is required. If a child is to leave the school grounds before 3:00pm, a parent/carer must
report to the school administration office to sign the child out. This process ensures our attendance records align with the NSW
Department of Education policies and procedures.

8. Road rules and school zone parking: Yennora Public School sits between major traffic routes. For the safety of students and the
community, all parents and carers must comply with NSW road rules and school zone parking regulations during drop-off and pick-up.
School zones have reduced speed limits and strict controls on stopping, parking, double parking, and blocking crossings or driveways—
non-compliance can result in fines and demerit points. Parents must not double park, block the school gate, or queue on adjacent main
roads. Please use the designated area on Ellis Parade. These measures protect children and help maintain safe, efficient traffic flow.

Please be aware that parking around Yennora Public School is limited and controlled by Fairfield City Council. The school does not have direct
authority over street parking. Yennora Public School is currently in discussions with Fairfield City Council to identify and pursue options that
better support our community, including potential improvements to parking and drop-off arrangements. In the interim, families are encouraged
to plan ahead and avoid unsafe or obstructive parking.
Purpose of these changes:

o  Protect student and community safety during arrival and dismissal.

e Minimise public traffic disruption on adjacent major roads.

o Preserve consistent routines and attendance for Support Unit students.

o Provide clear, equitable expectations for families while offering practical alternatives.

Thank you for your cooperation and support as we implement these necessary changes to keep our school community safe and focused on
learning.
